SCHOLARHIPS - Once again, thanks
to Lundbeck and Epilepsy Canada, we
participated in awarding scholarships
to 10 very deserving students in

Ontario. Winners were from Ottawa, Toronto, Brampton,
Stoney Creek, Athens and Petrolia. Congratulations to these
young adults and we wish them all the best in their scholastic
endeavors.

SUMMERFEST - The Summer 2005 Summerfest Camp for
children with epilepsy was a huge success. Parents, children
and staff at Camp Couchiching had another great year. Thank
you to everyone who made this experience possible for these
children.

MARCH - Epilepsy Awareness Month – On March 1st
Marie Bountrogianni, Minister of Citizenship announced to
the house of legislature that March is Epilepsy Awareness
Month. On March 3 the Hon. Kevin Flynn distributed
Lavender ribbons and placed lavender coin boxes throughout
the legislature building. Many chapters utilized the
awareness month to distribute lavender ribbons. During this
month thousands of lavender wrist bands and key chains were
sold across the province. I believe that through everyone’s
hard work and dedication to the lavender campaign we are
gaining ground on building an identifier for epilepsy. We
need to continue to consistently offer lavender initiatives that
reinforce the key message - “Lavender – think epilepsy”.

NEW RESOURCES – PERFECTION - In June, we hosted
a launch of “PERFECTION” a program which presents a play
and companion teaching materials in two versions: a reader’s
theatre program and a play that can be performed. It fits
within the grade four and five health and drama education
curriculum. It includes a teacher’s handbook with in-depth
instructions which makes it easy to implement. The teachers
of Highview Public School in Aurora were kind enough to
allow EO to work with their grade fours for a morning. The
students were excited, enthusiastic, and willing to learn! The
result of that morning not only increased awareness in the
classroom, but also a DVD of the students engaged in the
program, performing the play, and presenting an
improvisational activity. This DVD was shown at the launch
for the program, and will later be available for chapters to
borrow.

BOARD DEVELOPMENT MANUAL - Epilepsy Ontario
is compiling a Board Development Manual which we hope
will be of benefit to the Chapters. It will be a basic “care and
feeding of Board Members” document. It will probably be
completed in the early fall. In the meantime we have this

Adults at Delawana Inn was held on September 23rd to 25th.
This retreat was intended for youth who are living with
epilepsy, siblings and friends were also invited to attend.
Subsidies and Scholarships were available to defray the cost.
We received very positive feedback on the event.

DECEMBER EVENTS - Epilepsy Ontario organized two
fantastic events, the first is the reading of a Dickens, “A
Christmas Carol”. Again, this year this was a really nice
evening. Thanks to David Harper for taking the lead in
planning this great evening. We also held our first Victorian
Christmas Gala at the Fairmont Royal York in December.
The event was a magical evening in an absolutely
breathtaking venue. We are already planning our Victorian
Christmas Gala for December 08, 2006, so mark your
calendars.

CHAPTER SUPPORT - Throughout the year we continued
to support, either financially or with EO resources many
chapters who needed us. I am delighted to say that Epilepsy
Sudbury is well on its way to independence and growing
positively for the first time in years. With a small amount of
temporary support, Epilepsy Ottawa Carleton has now
recruited a new Board of Directors and is planning
strategically for the future.
